Lake Altaussee

Lake Altaussee, also known as the “dark blue inkwell”, impresses with its crystal-
clear, deep blue water and views of the Dachstein, Loser and Trisselwand. A 
panoramic path around seven kilometers long invites you to take a walk - you 
can also easily reach the Seewiese by solar-powered boat.

Loser Panoramabahn
Over a distance of 3.5 km, the Loser Panoramabahn covers around 750 meters 
in altitude. 76 barrier-free 10-person cabins provide an impressive 360-degree 
panoramic view of the Ausseerland and the Tote Gebirge mountains in just 12 
minutes.
